Holy Baptism

1. Why do I need to be baptized？

Because men have sinned, need to be washed clean by the blood of Jesus, and be born again by

 the Spirit of God.

      (1) Be baptized by water—baptism for repentance of sins, to prepare one’s heart to turn to God

(2) Be baptized with the Holy Spirit—Holy Spirit renews one’s life to become a part of the body 
of Christ

Matthew 28:19 Baptize them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit

Matthew 3:16,17 Spirit of God descending like a dove and lighting on him. And a voice from 

                Heaven said, “This is my son, whom I love; with him I am well pleased.”
Matthew 3:11 I baptize you with water for repentance.  But after me will come one who is 

more powerful than I.  He will baptize you with the holy Spirit and with fire.

John 3:5 No one can enter the kingdom of God unless he is born of water and the Spirit.

1 Corinthians 12:13 We are all baptized by one Spirit into one Body(church).

Romans 6:3-11 All of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death.

    Died with Christ：we were buried with him through baptism into death 

      Our flesh, nature, habit, value system were all crucified along with Christ on the cross.

    Resurrected with Christ：We were raised from the dead with Christ 

      So we may live a new life and be united with Christ.

2. Some analogies：Baptism is like a wedding ceremony, a burial ceremony and a birthday celebration.  

     Wedding—Starting from today, I belong to Jesus, bear his name, enter a new stage in my life.

     Burial—My old self is nailed onto the cross, I died with Jesus.

     Birthday—I am reborn in the Spirit, am a spiritual baby, become a member in the church.

3. Baptism is：
(1) a proclamation：to myself, to others, to God, to Satan that I belong to God

(2) a covenant with God：I belong to him, I am his children, I enter his house, I have eternal life

(3) to die with Jesus, to bury with Jesus, and to be raised from the dead like Jesus

(4) to join the church：to fellowship other Christians, love one another, and build up body of Christ 

4. Way of baptism

(1) No matter it’s touched by, sprinkled by, or soaked in water are with the same level of effectiveness. Whether you’re baptized by a pastor, a minister, an elder, or a deacon, are all effective.
