God’s Medicine Bottle

Read often. May God heal you.

1. If you listen carefully to the voice of the LORD your God and do what is right in his eyes, if you pay attention to his commands and keep all his decrees, I will not bring on you any of the diseases I brought on the Egyptians, for I am the LORD, who heals you. Exod. 15:26
2. Moses lived to one hundred and twenty years old; his eye was not dim, nor his natural force abated. Deut. 34:7

3. Caleb said: lo, I am eighty-five years old. I am still as strong to this day as I was in the day that Moses sent me; my strength now is as my strength was then, for war, and for going and coming. Josh.14:10,11

4. I have heard your prayer and seen your tears; I will heal you. On the third day from now you will go up to the temple of the LORD. II Kings 20:5

5. If my people, who are called by my name, will humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then I will hear from heaven, and I will forgive their sin and will heal their land. II Chron. 7:14

6. Be merciful to me, LORD, for I am faint; O LORD, heal me, for my bones are in agony. Ps. 6:2

7. O LORD my God, I called to you for help and you healed me. Ps. 30:2

8. I said, O LORD, have mercy on me; heal me, for I have sinned against you. Ps. 41:4

9. The length of our days is seventy years—or eighty, if we have the strength; yet their span is but trouble and sorrow, for they quickly pass, and we fly away. Ps. 90:10

10. With long life will I satisfy him and show him my salvation. Ps. 91:16

11. The Lord forgives all your sins and heals all your diseases. Ps. 103:3

12. He sent forth his word and healed them; he rescued them from the grave. Ps. 107:20

13. He heals the brokenhearted and binds up their wounds. Ps. 147:3

14. Do not be wise in your own eyes; fear the LORD and shun evil. This will bring health to your body and nourishment to your bones. Prov. 3:7-8

15. My son, pay attention to what I say; listen closely to my words. Do not let them out of your sight, keep them within your heart; for they are life to those who find them and health to a man's whole body. Prov. 4:20-22 

16. Pleasant words are a honeycomb, sweet to the soul and healing to the bones. Prov. 16:24

17. A cheerful heart is good medicine, but a crushed spirit dries up the bones. Prov. 17:22

18. But he was pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was upon him, and by his wounds we are healed. Isa. 53:5

19. Surely he took up our infirmities and carried our sorrows, yet we considered him stricken by God, smitten by him, and afflicted. Isa. 53:4

20. I have seen his ways, but I will heal him; I will guide him and restore comfort to him. Isa. 57:18

21. Peace, peace, to those far and near, says the LORD. And I will heal them. Isa. 57:19

22. Then your light will break forth like the dawn, and your healing will quickly appear. Isa. 58:8

23. Heal me, O LORD, and I will be healed; save me and I will be saved, for you are the one I praise. Jer. 17:14

24. I will restore you to health and heal your wounds. Jer. 30:17

25. I will bring health and healing to the city; I will heal my people and will let them enjoy abundant peace and security. Jer. 33:6

26. I will search for the lost and bring back the strays. I will bind up the injured and strengthen the weak. Ezek. 34:16

27. This water flows toward the eastern region and goes down into the Arabah, where it enters the Sea. When it empties into the Sea, the water there becomes fresh and can heal the sick. Ezek. 47:8
28. Come, let us return to the LORD. He has torn us to pieces but he will heal us; he has injured us but he will bind up our wounds. Hos. 6:1

29. For you who revere my name, the sun of righteousness will rise with healing in its wings. Mal. 4:2

30. Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the good news of the kingdom, and healing every disease and sickness among the people. Matt. 4:23

31. For if you forgive men when they sin against you, your heavenly Father will also forgive you. But if you do not forgive men their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins. Matt. 6:14-15

32. Jesus said to him, "I will go and heal him." Matt. 8:7

33. This was to fulfill what was spoken through the prophet Isaiah: "He took up our infirmities and carried our diseases." Matt. 8:17

34. Jesus went through all the towns and villages, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the good news of the kingdom and healing every disease and sickness. Matt. 9:35

35. Jesus said to her, "Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in peace and be freed from your suffering." Mark 5:34

36. "Go," said Jesus, "your faith has healed you." Immediately he received his sight and followed Jesus along the road. Mark 10:52

37. Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will be yours. Mark 11:24

38. And these signs will accompany those who believe: In my name they will drive out demons; they will speak in new tongues; they will pick up snakes with their hands; and when they drink deadly poison, it will not hurt them at all; they will place their hands on sick people, and they will get well. Mark 16:17-18

39. Jesus laid his hands on each one, he healed them. Luke 4:40

40. The power of the Lord was present for him to heal the sick. Luke 5:17
41. Those troubled by evil spirits were cured. Luke 6:18

42. The people all tried to touch him, because power was coming from him and healing them all. Luke 6:19

43. Do not judge, and you will not be judged. Do not condemn, and you will not be condemned. Forgive, and you will be forgiven. Luke 6:37

44. Jesus welcomed them and spoke to them about the kingdom of God, and healed those who needed healing. Luke 9:11

45. I have given you authority to trample on snakes and scorpions and to overcome all the power of the enemy; nothing will harm you. Luke 10:19

46. Then he said to him, "Rise and go; your faith has made you well." Luke 17:19

47. Jesus said to him, "Receive your sight; your faith has healed you." Luke 18:42

48. And I will do whatever you ask in my name, so that the Son may bring glory to the Father. You may ask me for anything in my name, and I will do it. John 14:13-14

49. Crowds gathered also from the towns around Jerusalem, bringing their sick and those tormented by evil spirits, and all of them were healed. Acts 5:16

50. With shrieks, evil spirits came out of many, and many paralytics and cripples were healed. Acts 8:7

51. "Aeneas," Peter said to him, "Jesus Christ heals you. Get up and take care of your mat." Immediately Aeneas got up. Acts 9:34

52. How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and power, and how he went around doing good and healing all who were under the power of the devil, because God was with him. Acts 10:38

53. When this had happened, the rest of the sick on the island came and were cured. Acts 28:9

54. And if the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead is living in you, he who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit, who lives in you. Rom. 8:11

55. Who are you to judge someone else's servant? To his own master he stands or falls. And he will stand, for the Lord is able to make him stand. Rom. 14:4

56. You were washed, you were sanctified, you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and by the Spirit of our God.I Cor. 6:11

57. If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come! II Cor. 5:17

58. To be made new in the attitude of your minds; and to put on the new self, created to be like God in true righteousness and holiness. Eph. 4:24

59. You have taken off your old self with its practices and have put on the new self, which is being renewed in knowledge in the image of its Creator. Col. 3:9,10

60. Since the children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity so that by his death he might destroy him who holds the power of death—that is, the devil—and free those who all their lives were held in slavery by their fear of death. Heb. 2:14-15

61. How much more, then, will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself unblemished to God, cleanse our consciences from acts that lead to death, so that we may serve the living God! Heb. 9:14

62. Let us draw near to God with a sincere heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled to cleanse us from a guilty conscience and having our bodies washed with pure water. Heb. 10:22

63. Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see. Heb. 11:1

64. And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek him. Heb. 11:6

65. Brothers, do not slander one another. Anyone who speaks against his brother or judges him speaks against the law and judges it. When you judge the law, you are not keeping it, but sitting in judgment on it. James 4:11

66. Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective. James 5:16
67. But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin. I John 1:7

68. If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness. I John 1:9

69. He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, so that we might die to sins and live for righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed. I Peter 2:24

70. Never again will they hunger; never again will they thirst. The sun will not beat upon them, nor any scorching heat. For the Lamb at the center of the throne will be their shepherd; he will lead them to springs of living water. And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes. Rev. 7:16-17
71. He will wipe every tear from their eyes. There will be no more death or mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of things has passed away. Rev. 21:4

72. On each side of the river stood the tree of life, bearing twelve crops of fruit, yielding its fruit every month. And the leaves of the tree are for the healing of the nations. Rev. 22:2
